✅  Lighting 

Turn on all exterior lights: porch, garage, 
landscape, and pathway lights

Turn on all interior lights, including lamps 
and accent lighting visible from windows

Replace any burned-out bulbs 

Use warm light bulbs for a cozy, inviting 
feel

Avoid colored or flashing lights

✅ Windows & Curtains
Open curtains and blinds so interior 
lighting is visible from outside

Close blinds only in rooms with messy or 
unfinished interiors

Clean windows for a clear, streak-free 
look

✅  General Exterior
Mow the lawn and trim hedges earlier in 
the day

Sweep porches, driveways, and walkways

Remove visible clutter: garden tools, 
hoses, toys, trash bins, etc.

Move all cars out of the driveway and 
away from the front of the home

Keep pets inside during the shoot
